Each
employing their skill
sets, Hardy created a
cornucopia of flow-
ers in silver while
Willemsma  hand-
carved floral patterns

into the leather. The

buckle is sterling sil-

ver with 14-carat gold overlays, and the centers of the
flowers are delicately colored in 14-carat green gold.
Hardy, a founding member of the TCAA, included the
organization’s logo on the back of the buckle. Willemsma’s
reputation as a saddle-maker has spread across the U.S.,
Canada, and into Europe, and his exceptional talents are
demonstrated in the belt’s etched leather. This accessory
will offset any cowgirl’s outfit with Western elegance and

handcrafted artistry.

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George Nakashima [1905-1990] said that his happiness came from working with trees, for he
believed, like the Druids, that a tree has a spirit. As an artist, he felt he could give that spirit a
second life, one that could last forever if cared for properly. Nakashima’s approach to furniture
was to let the wood speak, working with its imperfections as well as its beauty. We love this
American black walnut Conoid Bench,
with a spindled backrest constructed of
hand-shaved hickory. Nakashima’s origi-
nal design is re-created in a New Hope,
Pennsylvania, workshop, and the bench is
available in several sizes and wood types, including maple, Scottish
elm, or East Indian rosewood. Well worth the year-plus wait, each
bench is made to order. And while many of the famed woodworker’s
pieces reside in museums, his daughter Mira explains that “Nakashima

furniture is meant to be lived with as a member of the family.”
